In scale, shock
value,achievement,astonishm-
entandeverythinginbetween.

Human beings play sports,
but confirmation of success in
this information age is always
linked to statistics. The Indian
womenwereranked12(having
droppedthreeplacesafterthree
consecutivelosses inthegroup
stage)whentheywentintotheir
match against Australia, the
World’s second best team.
Australia had conceded one
goal throughout the group
stage, in their opener against
Spain,andscored13throughit.
India,meanwhile,scoredseven
and conceded twice as many.
Australiawere the favourite for
theknockouts,butastheIndian
team’s coach, Sjoerd Marijne,
hademphasisedinthematch’s
build-up,afterthosethreeloss-
es,Indiahadbeeninaknockout
tournament every game. And
when it mattered, they deliv-
ered, scoring essentially just
that one goal more than their
opponent each time they had
theirbacks to thewall.

For women’s hockey in the
country, this result may well
turnout tobeawatershedmo-
ment, one that takes this team
fromafeel-goodstory—some-
thing that is in equal parts pat-
ronisingandcondescendingto
suchtalented,hard-workingel-
ite athletes — to one where
more is demanded, aspired for

andprovidedfor,too.Whilethe
faults of national sports feder-
ationsinIndianeedmagnifica-
tion all the time, Hockey India
has done what many others
have failed to for a long while
—give equal funding to teams
ofbothsexes inpreparationfor
theOlympics.

In 2018, the government of
Odisha entered into an agree-

ment with the federation to
sponsor both teams for five
years.Whiletheexactsponsor-
ship amount has never been
releasedofficially, it isestimat-
ed to be around ~150 crore.
Both teams were also spon-
soredunder theTOPSscheme,
which guaranteed players a
~50,000 permonth allowance
till the Olympics. For onlook-
ers, thismaynot seemas imp-
ortant aswearing thenational
colours at the Olympic stage,
but it is exactly the safety net
most athletes desire and need
to achieve success.

As professional sport disin-

tegratedintohomeworkoutsin
isolation last year, the federa-
tion locked probables of both
squads at the Sports Authority
of India centre in Bengaluru, a
high-performance complex
withworld-class playing facili-
tiesandhousing.Foramajority
oftheyear, theyhavebeensep-
aratedfromtheirfamilies,allo-
wed to return for a shortwhile.
Even in that time, online ses-
sionsweremaintained.

Theword “family” features
heavily in conversation with
anymember of the team. And
attheforefrontofturningthem
intoonehasbeenMarijne.This
is a coach who has suffered
hugely over the past fewyears.
In 2018, despite doing some
great things with the women's
team, he was shifted to the
men's team.After a short stint,
whichsawhimoverseeadisas-
trous Commonwealth Games
campaign,hewaspromptlybr-
oughtbacktothewomen.Most
would’veconsidereditademo-
tion and walked away (a few
othershave)butMarijnedidn’t
wanttoleavehisgirlsinthefirst
place.Thiswashisteam.Hewill
leave this job at the end of the
Olympicstogetbacktohisfam-
ily who he has seen for amere
fewweeksinovertwoyears.But
fornow,histweetfromtheteam
bus, a selfie with the entire
squad beaming in the back-
ground,saysitall:“Sorryfamily,
I [am]coming later.”

Thefarmer’sdaughterfromPunjab’s
Kabarwala village had raised hopes of
India’s elusive athleticsmedal after fin-
ishingsecondinthequalificationround
on Saturday with a best throw of 64m.

Yaime Perez (65.72m) of Cuba won the
silver andbronze respectively.
